Henry and Smoothbore team events will be ran separately on Saturday; however we reserve the right to run the matches together with smoothbore, or if there is no interest in shooting team Henry match, to cancel it altogether.

The Exeter Historical Society will be providing food on the range on Saturday and Sunday.
